AROUND THE ARCHDIOCESE
Hello, everyone! My name is 
James McElroy, a parishioner 
here at St. James along with my 
family. As some of you may know, 
after seriously discerning a call 
to the priesthood in recent years, 
I was accepted as a seminarian 
for the Archdiocese of Newark in 
the Spring of 2023.

This new stage 
will be different, but I am happy to continue the 
path and to recognize everything as a gift. I am 
among good company here at the seminary and 
know that there will be good fellowship as well as 
formation with my brother seminarians. I thank you 
all from the bottom of my heart for your prayers 
and your kindness! I thank Father David for the 
opportunity he has given me to share these words 
with you, and for the great example he continues 
to put forward. Please know of my prayers and love 
for you all, many of you whom I have known since 
my childhood!
